day.

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Building Relationships: Video Calls

Here are some observations we made during our
video call:

e The students were very quiet and nervous at
first.

e [twas helpful to review the school tours before
having the students ask each other questions.

e It was not overwhelming to have 3 classes
participate, but having more classes might not
have been manageable.

e The students were eager to share their favorite
colors, subjects and ask questions about what
school is like

e The student engagement might have been
higher if they had another opportunity to have
another video call

We may have set too many goals for this collaboration initially, but we
were able to adjust throughout the process.

Communication was difficult at times, but we learned it was important to
give each other grace.

Over time the teachers began to develop a relationship with each other.
Our relationships between our classrooms may have been stronger if we
had began with developing our own relationships.

Extending this project into set partnerships instead of one large group
would help with continuing to develop relationships amongst our classes.
The students walked away seeing more similarities between their schools
than differences.
